Security   
I have been attending the local police forum over the past few weeks and I am relieved 
to learn that the Big Bay Sector has been reasonably quiet compared to the other 
sectors in the Table View and Parklands areas. What is of great concern is the high 
amount of housebreaking in the Table View area. It is with this that I must reiterate 
how important it is to lock up and be vigilant in your surroundings. Yes, we do live in a 
gated community, but is that going to stop your neighbours’ “cat” from eating your 
“budgie” sitting on your open veranda?    
 
Vandalism  
It is with great frustration that I have to report on the continuous vandalism taking 
place in our park areas and walkways. With every vandalistic act, it has an indirect 
effect on all the homeowners by increasing maintenance costs and lowering the value 
of your property by defacing the common property. Vandalism is especially prevalent 
during the school holidays. I sincerely request that all parents notify their children 
that anyone caught committing such an offence will be issued a R1000 fine and 
reported to the police for damage to property.
